Barnabas Lion Belisle Baliles born 1740  Nova Scotia, Canada an island off of England, died 1798 in Henry County Va. And buried in Patrick County Va. Morrison Cemetary in Stuart Va. On Rt. 57. He was deported from Nova Scotia , Canada  in 1754 an taken to England to be sentenced to 12 years in Newgate Prison in Middlesex, England an in 1769 he was placed in another crime an deported from Canada an taken to New York as a slave in Sept. 1769 to Jan. 1782, he was handed over to Colonel Tyson in New York , we show him Barnabas a free man in June 18. 1782 when he asked for payment for services from 2/1782 to 6/1782 for one dollar a day from Major Tyson in the amount of 125.00 for services in the Army, this is when Barnabas uses the name Barnabas Belisle and leaves New York and went to Henry Cty. Va.  Up until 1788 and went to North Carolna, it shows here where Barnabas Belisle and Rosemon Parnell marriage takes place 8/23/1789 in Franklin City, North Carolina where they do have a farm and have 2 sons. Littleberry born 1790. It is shortly after Littleberry birth that Rosemon Parnell died in 1790 and Barnabas leaves his sons with his wife’s relatives, also possible of a son named Jackson, and went back to Henry Cty. Va. A using the name Barnabas Baliles in 1791. Barnabas Baliles 2nd wife is recorded as being an Indian woman named Susannah her maiden name is unknown to records, we do know they was never married, but she uses the name Susannah Baliles, Barnabas and Susannah have 5 sons.

Barnabas an Susannah are murdered in 1798 for reasons unknown but is believed due to the fact Barnabas was writing about the Belisle Family in North Carolina from 1789 to 1798, it is this belief a note to Major Tyson from Barnabas Baliles in later years we find Jeremiah and William in Ohio using the name Berlile, then to Burlile.

As of to date we do know Barnabas Leborgne Belisle born 1740 came from Nova Scotia, Canada, we do know in 1754 Leborgne an Lions Germain an Belisle were all the same family, an other families were deported from Nova Scotia, Canada reason being for refusing to honor the British Royal Crown an swear their allegiance. The Governor at that time was Gov. Charles Lawrence systematically deported French citizens from Nova Scotia, Canada, which were known as Acadians. The Acadians were quickly reduced by forces of Colonel Monkton, but the glories of this easy victory was tarnished by acts of cruelty, seven thousand of the unfortunate people refusing to take the prescribed oath of allegiance were seized by the conquerors torn from their homes and placed on ships like cargos of Negro slaves and transported to the British Provinces and placed on high crimes and sentenced in England and sent to Newgate Prison in 1755,at this time we do know Barnabas Belisle used the name Barnabas Lion, we do know Barnabas was about 15 years old in history at this time he was to be an Indentured Slave to the British at this period of time some Acadians of wealth an influence had found refuge in New York and Pennsylvania, many of them had made their way down to the St. Lawrence seaway and other islands by way to Louisiana where today these descendants are known as Cajuns, there was French Canadians province bordering New York and there were several Belisle families there. The Epergnes , Leaser, Lamar’s, Chevrefils, Lalimes, Goyers and Germins, these families carried the French title which added Belisle to their names and many of them used it, some of the Leborgnes- Belisles families exspelled from Acadia , Nova Scotia, Canada to Marylnd and interesting link is the fact that the children of one Jacques Antoine Leborgne Belisle Jr. born in 1731, Barnabas Leborgne Belisle born 1740 brother was bapitized by a priest by the name of Pierre Barnabe Capuchin in Maryland, we do know that Jacques Leborgne Belisle Sr. born 1710 was the father of our Barnabas Leborgne Belisle our Great Great Great Grandfather born1740  in Nova Scotia, Canada, we do know he was sent to Newgate Prison from 1755 to 1769 in England., after being deported from Nova Scotia, Canada as a indentured servant slave but in Sept. 1769 Barnabas was sold as a servant from what we gather was he was sold to the Continental Army as what crime our Barnabas Leborgne Belisle did  is uncertain to us but  we do know he was placed on a ship and sent to America. A ship log of Captain Wayne Berkridge has our Barnabas listed cargo as indentured servant an was handed over to Major Tyson of the Army in Sept. 1769, but we do find Barnabas using the last name Lion from 1755 up till 1782 but we do find Barnabas a free man in Haverstraw, New York. He worked for the ferry at King’s Ferry, this service he done took place at the end of his 12 year sentence from the British Provinces in the USA. Haverstraw, New York, he asked for payment for a dollar a day back then that was a lot of money, he received 125.00 dollars. This is the first piece of concrete evidence we have on Barnabas Belisle in America payment was made to Barnabas by Major Tyson on June 18, 1783, by this time we figured Barnabas was a free man and listed as army soldier of the Continental Army, after getting his payment of 125.00 he took some of this money and bought a horse and a saddle which cost him about 50.00, after getting himself mobile he left the army and he ws ready to try new territory that he ended up in Henry County Va. This is not surprising the official of these areas were exploring people to come down there, there was a lot of land and it was cheap back then, we believe the great wagon trail ended up somewhere near there. How long Barnabas Belisle stayed there in Henry County Va, is unclear. He was counted in the census of 1787 he had gone to North Carolina shortly afterwards because he an Roseman Parnell applied for a marriage licence on 8//23/1789 in North Carolina Franklin district, he is found with two males under the 16 year old. Jackson born about 1788 and Littleberry born about 1790 and his wife Roseman Parnell she died shortly afterwards Barnabas left his sons with Rosemon Parnell relatives, he deserted them an went back to Henry County Va.. His farm in North Carolina was sold shortly after he left to settle a claim against it. It here we find Barnabas with an Indian woman named Susannah, records show them being legally married but they did have a farm and did start a family for themselves, their children are Barnabas Jr. born 1791, William born 1792, Jessie born 1793, Jeremiah born 1794 and Martin born 1795, but Barnabas and Susannah disappeared from records it is understood by Barnabas great granddaughter why they were murdered with the English records of Barnabas Lion the arrest and deportation to the colonies the note to Colonel Tyson signed by Barnabas Belisle, appears to be Barnabas Lion changed his last name back to Belisle after leaving North Carolina Barnabas Belisle changed his name to Barnabas Baliles, we all think it is possible and very likely that Barnabas Belisle Baliles had been working on the Belisle I North Carolina in this period from 1789 to 1798 we believe these facts we have the record on paper to prove that Barnabas was the man who was the father of these children an all of the Leborgne Belisle of Canada and France until proven otherwise. This information was provided by Mark Belisle of Virginia.
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On 9/10/1621, King James granted Acadia and Canada to Sir William Alexander, court of Sterling in Scotland. In 1629 about 100 Scottish colonists settled at Grandville. By 1632 only 70 wee left and at that time Acadia and Canada were returned to France by the Treaty of St. Germainen-Laye. Cardinal Richelieu a minister of Louis xiii appointed his cousin Issac de razilly  Governor of Acadia. This was resented by Charles deLatour who considered Acadia his own.as a compromise deRazilly colonists were established to the east at LaHeve while Latour and his men continued thhhhheir fur trading at Cape Sable, Latour was also granted the Seignneurie of Jemsey on the St. John river in New Brunswick, 2 of Razilly main assistants were Nicolas Denys and Charles d’Aulnay. In 1633 english traders established a trading post on the coast of Maine. Charles deLatour attacked the post and 2 guards were killed. The British vowed vengeance, Razilly informed New England authorities that they were not allowed North of Portland, Maine. Razilly died in 1635 and his estate was taken over by Charles d’Aulnay. D’Aulnay and Charles Latour were appointed jointly as Lieutenant-Governor of Acadia. The 2 fought each other from the first. In 1641 Latour;s commission was revoked and d’Aulnay was named governor and lieutenant-general of Acadia. Latour continued to harass dAulnay an was declared an outlaw in 1644, he continued to harass the Acadian settlement until he finally took refuge in Quebec in 1645, d’Aulnay was now in complete control of Acadia but he drowned in 1647 he had gone into considerable debt to try to get the colony on ots feet. Emmanuel Leborgne one of his principal creditors sent a representative to Port Royal to seize the fort, just at this time Charles  deLatour returned to France an was exonerated of all crimes and named Governor of Acadia by Louis xiv. He returned to Acadia with Phillippe Muisd’Entremont and took over Jemsey for himself and turned Cape Sable over to d’Entremont. This left Port Royal for the widow of d’Aulnay. Charles deLatour then married the widow of his old enemy he thus controlled almost all of Acadia except part still controlled by  Nicolas Denys. During the spring of 1652 Emmanual Leborgne put Nicolas Deny in irons and took over Port Royal. In 1654 Major Sedgwick of Boston took Port Royal from Leborgne. The English left Port Royal under a council of local inhibants headed by Guillaume Traham. Charles deLatour paid 5,000 pounds for intercission with Cromwell, and was appointed a share of Acadia jointly with Sir Thomas Temple, Charles returned to Cape Sable where he died 10 years later at the age of 73.Meanwhile Nicolas Denys had established himself at Bathurst, New Brunswick called Nepisiguet at thet time. Leborgne again took him prisoner in 1654, Denys went to France and demanded reparation from Leborgne which was granted by the King, but by this time Leborgne was a captive if the British. Nicolas died at Nipisiguet in 1688 a poor man of 90 years old. He had 2 sons neither of whom left descendants. The British occupied Port Royal from 1654 till the Treaty of Bredain in 1667 when it was given back to France. In 1688 Alexander Leborgne son of Emmannuel Leborgne was named provisional governor and lieutenant-general of Acadia, as compensation for the debts owned by d’Aulnay he was granted seigneurial rights to the Bassen des Mines at Grand Pre. On 2/20/1670 Hubert d’Aulnay, Chevalier deGrandfontaine was named governor of Acadia, Grandfontaine established himself at Penobscot. In the spring of 1671, French immigration to Acadia resumed.

In 1951 Goldie P. Faber died, Henry Faber’s wife she died of natural causes shortly afterwards Henry sold their home at 18 mine Vera sty. Tiffin, Ohio after Henry sold his home he moved into my grandparent’s home as a renter on 4 mineral St Tiffin, Ohio in the late part of 1951. My grandparents at this time was Clara and John Schletter Clara Schletter her ex-husband was Leonard H. Burlile in which he divorced her in 1935,John Schletter married my grandmother sometime in the late 1950;s. Henry Faber left Clara Schletter as his beneficiary hoping to take care of his affairs upon his death unfortunally this did not happen Clara Schletter kept the check which was meant for Henry faber funeral and left his family too pay for the funeral from their pockets themselves. Clara also never returned Henry personal belongings, yes the family was outraged but at the time there was little they could do as a child I saw her as a very angry and greedy person now I understand why Leonard Burlile divorced her, Clara Huff Schletter as a caring mother and grandmother I did not see. This information about Henry Faber comes from the Faber family in which there are records to back this up, am disappointed that my grandmother Clara could do such a thing to this family in their time of a lost loved ones Am very disappointed. Henry Faber died in October of 1956 there was anger upon the Faber’s toward Clara and John Schletter and the Burlile children got brought into this regardless or not they had no control what there parents did in this matter. It was a shame the children got brought into this matter. I Lynn burlile son of Robert Charles Burlile sr. married Henry Faber granddaughter Sandra Jean Faber which both families was not happy at the time, we are still married up till this date could not be happier of our marriage.

Forty-six items and a bay horse also sold. Relatives and persons of the area purchased most items of the sale; the bay horse by John H. Overly was $50.00.

The OVERLY family is descended from MA.RTIN OVERLY who came from Wurtenburg, Germany 1753, and settled at Bethel in Lancaster County, Pennsylvania; later moving to Bourbon County Kentucky 1793 and to Ross County Ohio 1797, following the Scioto River to Hopetown and settling on the ridge in Springfield Township on land still in possession of his descendants.

The family still has in their possession a number of old documents such as receipts bills of sale, etc. The most interesting however is the paper given him when he became a British Subject of the Colony of Pennsylvania? It reads as follows:

Pennsylvania, S.S. Edward Shippen, Jr. Pro Thonotarry of the Suprem4Sup~TN)

Court of the Province of Pennsylvania, Do hereby certify that a Supreme

Court, held in Philadelphia for the said Providence of Pennsylvania, the 2L4.th

day of September, in the year of our Lord, One thousand Seven Hundred and Sixty-four, before William Allen Copleman, and Alex Stedman, Esquire judges of said court, between the hours of Mine and Twelve of the clock in the fore—noon of the same day, Martin Oberlin (German for Overly) of Bethel, in the County of Lancaster, being a foreigner, arid having inhabited and resided for the space of Seven years in Ht~ Majesty’s Colonies in America and not having been out of said colonies for a longer time than two months at any one time during said seven years. And the said Martin Overlin having produced to the said Court, a certificate of his having taken the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper within three months before said Court, took and subscribed the Oaths, and did make and repeat the Declaration (appointed by an Act, made the first year of the Reign of King George the First) according to the ~Director’s of an Act of Parliament made in the Thirteenth year of His Late majesty, King George the Second, initialed, an act for naturalizing such foreign Protestants, and others, therein mentioned, as are settled in any of His Majesty’s Colonies in America; and Thereupon was admitted to His Majesty’s natural born Subject of the Kingdom of Great Britain, pursuant to the Direction arid interest of the said Act of Parliament, in Testimony whereof, I have hereunto set my hand and affixed the Seal of the Supreme Court, the 24th Day of September in the year above mentioned. “Edward Shippen, Jr.”...         

History of Ross County (Bennett’s) tells us Martin Overlay and sons Boston, Frederick and Martin emigrated from Bourbon County Kentucky in the spring~ of 1797. All were heads of families. They erected a bark cabin on section five and lived together until they cleared land and raised a crop, subsisting, principally, on corn bread and sugar water, with occasionally a “relish” in the shape of scalded nettles. After securing their crop, they returned to Kentucky and brought their families on packed horses. The road being only an Indian trails through the dense forest. The wife of’ Frederick Overley carried on her horse a babe only eight weeks old, and a spinning wheel, besides other necessary efforts I or housekeeping. The four families occupied the bark shanty until their several cabins could be built.

Frederick served as a scout in the Revolutionary War. He died 1848 at age 32, his wife two years later at age 75. Their family of two sons and for daughters married and located in the county where their lives were spent.

Boston and Martin settled in the same neighborhood, the former died about 1a25. After raising his family Martin sold out and moved to Indiana where he died. The first schoolhouse known was established about 1515. It is said to have been located on a form George Haynes owned and had been occupied by Martin Overlay. It was moved and fitted up for a school house
